FIAM air angle nutrunner AS, AN, AY
range, are indispensable when working
in areas of limited space or
restricted access, such as up against
walls, structural metal sections or
profiled beams, etc.

In particular the AN air nutrunners,
due to their low speed and high
torque values, makes them suitable
for use in a wide variety of different
applications, such as, for example,
moving slides and carriages, on
packaging machines for tightening
straps, moving workpieces for
machining, etc.

The tightening torque can be easily
controlled by adjusting the pressure of
the compressed air supply, using the
related pressure regulator (see
Accessories available upon request).
All models, besides being reversible,
have a newly designed grip, more
ergonomic for greater comfort for the
operator.

* Vibrations level has been measured in accordance
with EN ISO 28662-1: 1992 and EN ISO 8662-7:
1997 standard.

* Accessory drive: 1/4”, 6,35 mm; female hexagonal
12 and 14 mm drive (ISO 1173: 1998); male
square drive (ISO 1174-1: 1996).

* The code number must be used when ordering.

Values for the maximum tightening torque (110 Nm) and idle speed (32 rpm) were established
with an idle feeding pressure of 3 Bar. The feeding pressure must not exceed 3 bar to guarantee a

long life of the tool’s internal components.

The data given in the table are indicative and can be
changed without prior notice. The torque values are
purely indicative and may be influenced by the
softness of the type of joint, by the type and length
of the screw, by the pressure and quantity of air
supply, and by the type of accessory used. The values
indicated for noise and vibration levels were
obtained in the laboratory, performing tests that
comply with the standards stated, but alone are not
sufficient for calculating risks. Values measured in the
single work places may be higher than those stated.
The values of actual exposure and consequent risks
are specific and depend on the operator’s method of
work, the type of work piece and the work place, as
well as the operator’s time of exposure and his
physical conditions.
